SUPPORT JOBS and Employment Supports for Virginians with disabilities 
Jobs are a priority in Virginia.  Jobs for Virginians with disabilities must be a priority as well.  
Like ALL Virginians - they want the opportunity to work, to earn wages, to pay taxes, 
to purchase goods in their communities, and to become self-supporting tax payers.
· RESTORE maximum funding that creates and maintains jobs for Virginians with disabilities (LTESS/EES). (Senate budget)
MAINTAIN access to quality community-based services for Virginians with disabilities

· SUPPORT restoration of 4% to waiver provider rates effective July 1, 2011.  Any cut will result in decreased provider capacity resulting in limited access to community services for families.  (Senate budget)
· SUPPORT restoration to fully fund Medicaid Waiver respite services for families in FY12.  Respite services help individuals with intellectual and developmental disabilities to remain in the community and provide essential support to families. (Senate budget)
· SUPPORT a minimum of 375 additional ID waivers and 270 additional DD waivers for individuals on waiting lists.  Waiting lists exceed 6,300 individuals & families.  Additional slots will help mitigate emergencies and institutionalization of individuals in the ID/DD service system.  (House budget) 

· SUPPORT funding to preserve critical case management and core services to Virginians with brain injury including veterans and wounded warriors.  (Senate budget)
· SUPPORT funding for community-based crisis stabilization services that will prevent the institutionalization of Virginians with disabilities in the community. (Senate budget)
· SUPPORT amendments that remove ID Waiver care coordination language and replace with alternative language.  (House and Senate budgets)
· OPPOSE a 40 hour/week cap on personal care hours in HCBS waivers.  This amendment will result in the institutionalization of people currently living in the community – a bad policy for Virginia and a violation of the Olmstead decision and the Americans with Disabilities Act.
